HOSPITALITY

Hospitality volunteers will help with a variety of activities including opening receptions,
gala events, First Friday’s, Art Walk and corporate bookings. Senior Hospitality volunteers
will be involved in the planning, coordinating and delivery of special gala and fundraising
events and receptions.

Commitment

- make a minimum commitment of 1 year, approximately 2-4 times per month depending
on demand. Shifts will typically range from between 2-4 hours, but may on occasion be
up to 6 hours

- help at one First Friday event once every three months from 5:00 - 9:30 pm

- attend regularly scheduled education meetings to learn about new exhibitions,
programs, and events

Training

- participate in hospitality training as required and as provided by gallery staff

- participate in emergency and safety procedures training as required

- take and pass the Safe Food Handling training, at the expense of the gallery**

- take and pass Smart Serve training (if wishing to serve alcohol at events), at the expense
of the gallery**

Duties and Responsibilities

- assist with a range of duties including set-up and take down of tables, chairs,
decorations, wine glasses, dishes, food, ticket sales, etc.

- serve food and/or wine at special events

- have excellent interpersonal skills and genuinely enjoy helping people

- provide guests with a positive first impression of the gallery by maintaining a friendly
and approachable manner when dealing with guests, staff, and other volunteers

- maintain a relaxed and confident demeanour

- be versed in gallery exhibitions, activities, programmes, and events

- undergo a Vulnerable Sector Screening security check, at the expense of the Gallery**

** Costs will be reimbursed after three months of successful volunteer involvement, at the point that a volunteer
graduates from a provisional to an active volunteer.

How to become a Volunteer - Next Steps

Staff will be contacting everyone who has filled out an “expression of interest” form and invite
them to a detailed information session early in 2012. At that session all interested volunteers
will be asked to fill out an application form, which will also be available at the reception desk
and on line at www.artgallerylambton.ca. Candidates will be interviewed, and all volunteers
will go through a screening process that varies depending on the volunteer position. Screening
procedures can include, but are not necessarily limited to, an application form, an interview,
and reference checks.
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
